February 2025.

If your child is due to start Primary 1 in August 2024,
they must be registered at their catchment school.
Letters were sent on 6 November 2023 for children
attending a Midlothian Council funded Early
Learning setting or partnership nursery. The letter
confirmed your catchment school. If your letter did
not arrive, or your child does not attend a Midlothian
Council funded setting or nursery, email
